1. Be Safe
Each person also has a right to feel and be safe at school.
You have the responsibility to:
· Obey all school rules

· Wear appropriate footwear

· Wear a hat outdoors at all times

· Sit down while eating during breaks

· Play approved games 

· Stay in the correct areas

· Use polite language
· Respect who has equipment or a space first

· Be aware of others around you

· Avoid the fence line and grassed areas during snake season

· Avoid banned games and equipment before school

· Report fights, teasing or bullying that concern yourself
· Report any bullying of others through the referral process

· Report damage or possible dangers

· Give accurate information to staff when they are requesting your account as a witness to any inappropriate behaviour

· Accept that staff may more readily see dangers and obey their instructions

· Avoid silly and dangerous practices such as: giving piggy back rides, forming human pyramids, climbing trees or other structures, throwing objects, running on cement areas and around buildings, spitting, swinging objects, throwing or squirting water, pushing or general body contact or possessing unsafe objects (e.g.: pocketknives or any other prohibited items as listed by the Department of Education), riding bikes, moving sleepers or other structures / furniture, walking on or through gardens, roller-skates/blades or skateboards in the school playground.
2. Be Nice 
Each person has the right to be happy, and treated with respect, understanding, kindness and politeness.
You have the responsibility to: 
· Treat others with understanding

· Be thoughtful of others

· Be helpful and supportive to all students

· Use polite language

· Display good manners

· Be honest and respectful

· Show good sportsmanship

· Treat others with respect

· Respect the authority of others

· Disagree without being disagreeable

· Allow personal space and show tolerance

· Be friendly and co-operative to visitors

· Be as positive as possible at all times

· Take  home school messages and notes

· Follow all school policies, procedures and rules
· Tell your side of the story truthfully

· Be interested in the general welfare of your school

· Attempt to understand the reasons for rules and decisions.
3. Be Respectful
Each person has the right to learn and play in a well-maintained school environment.

You have the responsibility to:

· Care for the school environment, keep it clean, neat and litter free

· Contribute to the tidiness of your classroom

· Respect and care for all school equipment

· Respect and care for the property of others 

· Wear your correct school uniform

· Return all property to the correct places

· Hand in lost property

· Report theft or damage

· Label all personal belongings

· Ensure you take all your clothing home each day

· Care for personal belongings

· Look after our natural environment

· Leave valued items or toys at home

· Practise good health habits at school

· Contribute to school being a pleasant place.
· Value school property, don’t throw things at buildings, damage them or engage in acts of graffiti in the school environment.
· Respect your peers and your environment by not spitting,  wasting water or throwing it at others or damaging our school flora and fauna
· Leave furniture, bins and garden borders in their correct location.

· Avoid playing with the taps and sprinkler systems

· Only use your own equipment, personal items unless you have permission to do so.
4. Be a Willing Learner
Each person has the right to learn and not be deprived of this right by the action of others.

 You have the responsibility to:

· Attend school regularly

· Be at school during school hours

· Attend all lessons

· Be punctual

· Participate in academic, cultural, fitness and sporting activities to the best of your ability, OR  do your best in all school activities!
· Complete all school work to your highest possible standard

· Keep up to date

· Allow others to learn

· Organise all your own materials, books and work tasks

· Co-operate with teachers and class mates
· Behave properly

· Pay attention in class or listen carefully

· Complete homework and given projects/assignments
· To participate in all activities

· Seek teacher assistance when required.
· To have your basic class equipment at school each day.
5. Do Your Best at All Times

You have the right to reach your full potential in every aspect of schooling at Uranquinty Public School.

· Always follow the school rules

· Ensure you are fulfilling all of your responsibilities
· Ensure you are giving your best effort to all school tasks
To expect all your rights you must fulfill your responsibilities.

If you do not consistently follow the school rules and implement your responsibilities you must accept the appropriate consequences outlined in the school discipline code.
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
